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Winterization Tips
This week we will review winterizing your camper using Com-
pressed air only:
1. Fresh water tank & low point drain
e  Open low point drain
¢  Open fresh water drain valve
e Leave open until done.
2. Water Heater
e Open pressure and temperature valve.
¢ Remove drain plug.
e By-pass located inside trailer on back side of water
heater
e 3 valve system:. open center valves and close both
valves going to water heater.
e 2 valve system: close to water heater and open to by-
pass
¢ 1 valve system: close to water heater and open to by-
pass. Note blow out plug will need to be reinstalled to
force air back into system.
3. Compressed Air Setup
e Open Hot and Cold tape on a faucet at end of the trailer.
e Flush Toilet and hold open and place a stick or "Johnny
Chock" down hole to hold blade open.
e Connect blow out plug to city water fill
e Connect air hose to city water fill.
e Start Compressor
e Don't exceed manufacture limit's for line pressure,
if unknown max. 50 psi, let run until vapor is coming
out of water heater.
e By-pass located inside trailer on back side of water
heater
e 3 valve system:. open center valves and close both
valves going to water heater.
e 2 valve system: close to water heater and open to by-
pass
¢ 1 valve system: close to water heater and open to by-
pass, ( note blow out plug will need to be reinstalled
to force air back into system.
4. Fixtures
e Open both hot and cold taps and wait until vapor is coming
out, close and move on.
e Kitchen tap
¢ Remove gooseneck spouts to ensure water is out
e Kitchen faucet sprayer ( if equipped )
e Lavatory
e Tub faucet
e  Shower hose
e Open head and remove hose from faucet to let water
to ensure water is out. Close and reattach.
e Toilet
¢ Leave blade open
¢  Outside shower ( if equipped )
e Open head and remove hose from faucet to let water
to ensure water is out. Close and reattach.
e Waste tank flusher (if equipped )
e Ice maker on refer (if equipped )
¢ Fresh water filter remove drain and replace (if equipped )
e Water pump
¢ Remove water line on both side of pump to ensure
water has drained out.

Winterization Close Up
1. Traps
e Pour a cup of antifreeze to each drain or take trap apart
and pour water out. Wipe up spills.

e Kitchen

e Lavatory

e Tub

e Toilet equipped with over flow drain.
2. Close up

Close low point drains
e Reconnect pump lines
e  Shower hoses
e Replace water filter (if equipped)
e Reconnect
3. Water Heater
e (lose water heater by-pass and open valve to water
heater.
e Reinstall drain plug on water heater
e Don't leave anode rod type plug submerged in Anti
freeze
e C(lose pressure and temperature safety valve.
4. Refrigerator
e Remove anything that could freeze.
e (lean crumple several sheets of news paper up and place
in freezer and ref compartment. Or leave the doors open.
5. General close up
e Check cabinets and storage areas and remove anything
that could freeze.
e  Think of using MAXX airs to protect roof domes.
e If possible, tip unit so that water run off easily
6. Tires
e Park trailer so that tires on boards 2" x 6" planks (Or
larger).
e Check air pressure
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
